* The meeting was called to order at 1:10 AM by Louise Olshan, President.
* Announcements:

o Questionnaires were distributed to all attendees. Anyone who
wishes to present at future meetings and those institutions willing to
host future meetings will be contacted.

o Evaluation forms were also distributed and a request was made to
complete them.

* A motion was made, seconded, and passed to accept the minutes of the
Spring meeting. There were no changes, no corrections and passed
unanimously.

OWhy do Recent High School Graduates Need Remediation Before Beginning College
Level Mathematics?0O

This presentation will focus on the findings of a dissertation study that followed a cohort of
students who graduated from New Jersey public high schools in 2005 through their first
year at Sussex County Community College. High school math courses and grades, Math
HSPA and SAT scores, Arithmetic and Algebra ACCUPLACER scores, college math
grades, and student survey responses were collected and analyzed in order to uncover
patterns to identify specific reasons for the need for remediation. Research based
recommendations to facilitate the transition from high school to college math will also be
discussed.

Presenter:Dr. Mary DeHart

Mary DeHart is an Associate Professor of Mathematics at Sussex County Community
College, where she has taught for the past twelve years. In 2005 she received the NISOD
Award for her work to promote writing across the curriculum, and the SCCC PresidentOs
Award for her work to develop and implement service learning projects for statistics
students. Mary earned an A.S. in Science and Mathematics from Raritan Valley
Community College, a B.A. in Mathematics from Rutgers University, and an Ed.M. and
Ed.D. from Rutgers Graduate School of Education. She was a member of the Executive
Board of MATYCNJ from 1998 to 2004, and served as President during the 2002-2003
academic year.

Mark Wiener is an Assistant Professor at Passaic County Community College and
has taught there since beginning there as an Adjunct Instructor in 2002. He has
also taught at Middlesex CC (two years full-time on one-year contracts) and at
Sussex CC, CC of Morris, Bergen CC and Montclair State U as an Adjunct
Instructor.

4 The Use of Technology in Mathematics Education

5

6 Any tool or technique implemented to achieve a specified outcome may be termed a

7 technology. The word "technology" in this document will refer to a physical tool used as an aid in
8 teaching and learning. Improvements in technology can lead to changes in what is taught in

9 mathematics and how it is taught. Educators need to keep abreast of technological changes and
10 use technologies that enhance teaching, learning, and assessment of teaching and learning.
11Technology has the potential to enhance the mathematical behavior of students in all

12types of learning environments and society. Examples of such desirable mathematical behaviors
13include:

14 ¥Interpret problems using appropriate mathematical representations.

15¥Devise strategies to solve problems and follow logical processes toward solutions.

16 ¥Communicate solution strategies effectively.

17¥Carry out strategies in an accurate and complete manner.

18 ¥Understand the deeper structure of problems and see how the processes used to solve

19 problems relate to other contexts.

20 ¥Effectively analyze the appropriateness of solutions.

211t is recognized that technology can be successfully utilized to assess the mathematical

22 behavior of students.

24 Rationale:

25 Technologies are constantly evolving. Faculty need to examine how technology can help

26 enhance the learning process instead of focusing on a particular type of technology. Almost any
27 technology currently available in the mathematics classroom can arguably be said to enhance the
28 mathematical behavior of students. Often such arguments are made based on human judgments
29 and not objective data. Scholarship on the effects of technology should drive the use of
technology

30 in the teaching and learning of mathematics.

31 AMATYC makes the following recommendations to help faculty evaluate and adopt

32 technologies that enhance and assess the mathematical behavior of students.

33

34 Recommendations:

35 1. Faculty should use the results of academic research on the use of technology to enhance
36 the mathematical behavior of students.

37 2. Faculty should anticipate and evaluate the effects of the use of technology on

38 mathematical behavior.

39 3. Faculty should document how the use of technology affects the mathematical behavior of
40 students and communicate these results to other faculty.

41 4. Faculty and institutions should consider the constraints a technology imposes on the

42 student and faculty before adopting it. These constraints may be ethical, economical,

43 pedagogical, mental or physical.

44 5. Faculty should regularly review the feedback from stakeholders and revise the use of

45 technology as appropriate.

46 6. Institutions should provide professional development opportunities on the use of

47 technology to enhance teaching and learning, support faculty in evaluating the effects of

48 technology on studentsO mathematical behavior, and promote changes in technology use

49 based on objective data.
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o What need does this position statement address?

Since 1984, the Technology in Mathematics Education (TiIME) Committee has
proposed several position statements regarding technology. The Computer Education
Position Statement, the Position Statement on Use of Internet Resources to Enhance
Mathematics Instruction and the Position Statement on the Instructional Use of
Technology in Mathematics were each approved by delegate assemblies to address
different aspects of technology use in mathematics instruction. Over time these
position statements have become outdated and difficult to update. The intent of this
position statement is to combine and update the content of these statements by
utilizing a new perspective. By examining the mathematical behaviors we wish to
instill in our students, this position statement will make recommendations on how
technology can affect these behaviors.

o What is the rationale for the position statement?

This position statement is designed to help faculty evaluate the utility of technology
in the classroom. Instead of prescribing a particular type of technology, the position
statement defines technology broadly. In the tradition of assessment of learning, a
list of desired mathematical behaviors are given and faculty are encouraged to use
any technology that is documented to enhance these behaviors.

o What change do you hope to effect?

The intent of this position statement is to encourage faculty and institutions to
document their successes and failures regarding technology use in the mathematics
classroom. By documenting technology usage, the larger mathematics community
can establish a baseline for growth regarding technology and mathematical behavior.

o Who will implement the recommendations of the position statement?

This position statement reflects the recent scholarship of teaching strand at recent
AMATYC conferences as well as the Crossroads and Beyond Crossroads documents.
The TiIME Committee in coordination with the AMATYC leadership will lead the

effort to motivate faculty to implement the recommendations of this position

statement at the national and local level.

o Give a summary of the proposed recommendations.

This position statement defines a list of desired mathematical behaviors in students
and encourages the use of technology to enhance and assess those behaviors. This
use includes documenting the effects of technology and using this documentation to
improve instruction. The statement also advocates for professional development
regarding technology.

THE CONSTITUTION OF THE MATHEMATICS ASSOCIATION OF
TWO-YEAR COLLEGES OF NEW JERSEY

Amended October 7, 2006

Article I. Name
The name of this organization shall be the Mathematics Association of Two-Year Colleges
of New Jersey (MATYCNJ).

Article Il. Purpose

Section 1: To encourage an active interest in mathematics and its teaching and to work
toward the improvement of mathematics education.

Section 2: To afford a medium of exchange of views and facts about mathematics and the
teaching of mathematics on the two-year college level.

Section 3: To provide a voice and means of influencing the mathematics curriculum in the
two-year college.

Section 4: To protect and enhance the prestige of the profession of mathematics teaching.

Article lll. Membership

Section 1: Active member. Any teacher of mathematics in a two-year college or associate
degree granting institution, or any other person in sympathy with the purposes
of the association shall be eligible for membership.

Section 2: Student member. Any college student interested in the purposes of this
organization may become a student member.

Section 3: Institutional member. Any two-year college interested in the purposes of this
organization shall be eligible for institutional membership.

Article IV. Officers

The officers of this organization shall be a President, a President-Elect, a Past-President, a
Treasurer, a Recording Secretary, and a Corresponding Secretary. These officers
comprise the Executive Committee which can meet at any time the President sees fit.

Article V. Meetings
Two meetings shall be held, one in the Fall and one in the Spring, with date and place open.
Additional meetings may be planned at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

Article VI. Amendments

This constitution and by-laws may be amended by a majority vote of the members present
and voting at any meeting where the proposed changes have been submitted to the
membership at least one month in advance.
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Article VII. College Representatives

The college representatives are volunteers from each two-year college in New Jersey who

agree to perform the following services for MATYCNJ:

1. Collect dues and forward them to the Treasurer.

2. Submit news items to the Newsletter editor. Encourage their colleagues to submit
Oteaching tipsO and letters for publication in the Newsletter.

3. Publicize the fall and spring meetings of MATYCNJ.

Each representative will be mailed a copy of the fall and spring Newsletters, membership

forms, and program announcements

BY-LAWS

Article I. Officers

Section 1. Election. The Nominations Committee shall compose a ballot with at least one
nomination for each of the officers: President-Elect, Treasurer (odd numbered
years only), Recording Secretary (even numbered years only) and
Corresponding Secretary (even numbered years only). In the event that at the
time of election there is no one in the position of President-Elect, then the ballot
shall also have at least one nomination for President. At the Spring meeting, the
nominees shall be introduced to the membership, and nominations shall be
received from the floor. If there are no nominations from the floor and if all
candidates are unopposed for their offices, voting shall take place by
acclamation. Otherwise, a ballot shall be mailed to each member. This ballot
must be returned to the Past-President or his or her designee by the date set by
the Nominations Committee. An officer in the position of Treasurer, Recording
Secretary or Corresponding Secretary may succeed himself or herself.

Section 2. Qualifications. To be an officer, the member must have been a member in good
standing for one year prior to the Spring meeting.

Section 3. Vacancy. In case a vacancy occurs in the office of President, the President-Elect
shall become President. If a vacancy occurs in the office of President-Elect, the
President, with the approval of the Executive Committee, shall appoint an
acting President-Elect. The acting President-Elect serves out the remaining
term, but does not automatically become the next President. The office of
President shall be filled by election at the next Spring meeting. A vacancy in
any other office shall be filled by appointment of the President and approved by
the Executive Committee.

Section 4. Removal. In the event an officer cannot or does not satisfactorily fulfill his or
her duties as presented in these by-laws Article VI, such officer may be
removed from office by majority vote of the Executive Committee or a vote of
the membership.
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Sections. The term of office for President. President-Elect, and Past-President shall each
be for one year commencing June 1 through May 31 of the next year. The term
of office for the Treasurer shall be for two years commencing June 1 of an odd
numbered year through May 31 of the next odd numbered year. The term of
office for the Recording Secretary shall be for two years commencing June 1 of
an even numbered year through May 31 of the next even numbered year. The
term of office for the Corresponding Secretary will be for two years
commencing June 1 of an even numbered year through May 31 of the next even
numbered year.

Article Il. Dues

Section 1.Dues shall be $10.00 per member per year. Student members shall pay dues of
$1.00 per member per year. All former members who have retired from teaching
shall be Honorary Members with no assessment of dues. Dues are payable at the
beginning of the academic year, and shall be considered in arrears if not paid by
January 1.

Article lll. Committees
Section 1. Standing Committees. The Standing Committees shall be:
A. Program Committee - President-Elect as Chair;
B. Membership Committee - Treasurer as Chair;
C. Newsletter Committee - President as Chair;
D. Nominations Committee - Past-President as Chair.
The committee members shall be appointed by the Chair of each Committee.

Section 2. Other Committees. The President may appoint any other committees which he or
she deems necessary, with the approval of the Executive Committee.

Article IV. Quorum
A quorum for any business meeting of the Association shall consist of twenty (20) members
representing at least four (4) New Jersey Two-Year Colleges.

Article V. Parliamentary Authority )
The rules contained in the most recent edition of RobertOs R@edavEhall govern this
organization in cases in which they are not inconsistent with these by-laws.

Article VI. Duties of Officers

Section 1. The President shall:
A. preside at all meetings of this organization and of the Executive Committee;
B. appoint members to committees as provided in the constitution;
